PUBLIC HEARING

a. CUP 04-12 a request for a site plan review for a 150’ monopole wireless facility located at 801 W. Ridgecrest Blvd., approximately 60’ from an existing 240’ tower - Applicant Sprint PCS Assets, L.L.C. Planner Landrum presented the staff report. The structure is tall and will be 350 feet from Ridgecrest Blvd. with secured access. This proposal if approved will bring Sprint wireless service to the area. Staff recommends approval.
